10 Board section, click on Connect for each output you want to use as
self-powered output.

2. Save the configuration

In the live image of the browser, select the Manage Settings quick con-
trol and set Store Entire Configuration as value. The camera stores the
configuration in the permanent camera memory so that the settings will
be applied at the next camera reboot.

By default, the camera starts as DHCP client and automatically tries to get
an IP address from a DHCP server. To start the camera in a mode different
from the default mode, you can activate the boot menu of the camera.
